Whistleblowers Protection

In relation to the Whistleblowers Protection Act of June 14, 2024 (the “Act”), the Bank
implemented the Procedure addressing the legal requirements on receiving confidential
reports. Under the Procedure, reported breaches of law specified in the Act, are handled.

Breach of the law is an act or negligence that is against the law or aimed at circumventing the
law, concerning;:

relations of the individual with the public authorities and not related to the areas
indicated under 1-16.

Report can be done by an individual, who obtained the information about breach of the
law, in the context of work for the Bank, e.g.:
